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With the repeated nightly frost, the bermudagrass is quickly losing 

color. Eventually, the grass will be totally dormant and brown. The 

cold weather is beneficial to kill any weeds that our pre-emergent 

program failed to control. Considering the amount of rain we 

experienced this year the golf course was pretty darn clean. The dry 

conditions in November allowed us to clean up the leaves efficiently 

and without too much equipment damage. Overall the wind was 

relatively kind to the golfers during this leaf season with exception to 

Saturday Nov. 18th. That was a crazy day and it seemed that most of 

the leaves came down that day.

December typically brings some colder nights that has the greens and 

bunkers become frozen. Be careful in the bunkers. It might be best to 

bounce it onto the greens and take relief from the bunkers. We do 

protect our greens from traffic when they have frost on them so please 

check with the pro shop to confirm start times or practice. The 

freezing and thawing of the greens and foot traffic will have them 

somewhat bumpy. We periodically mow or roll them to smooth them 

out based on weather and available labor hours. We hope to find some 

time to start cutting down the dead and dying trees.

An update on the Mimosa Hills Preservation Club will be given in the 

January newsletter after our November 30 meeting and follow up 

discussions. I have to say again how rewarding it is when you step 

back and look at golf holes 11 and 12, the ‘green giant’ Arborvitae, the 

boulders and the fresh white bunker sand. Many thanks to all who 

participate!
